What Not to Bring 

 

• Appliances of any kinds with an exposed heating element, including but not limited to hot plates, 
toaster ovens, deep fryers, air fryers, electric frying pans, sandwich makers, grills (like the George 
Foreman Grill), electric heaters, halogen lamps, are not permitted in any housing facility, if found in 
the halls these items will be confiscated. 

• Furniture 
• Heavy appliances are prohibited. 
• Candles, incenses, candle wax burners, hookahs are not allowed in any housing facility. 
• Octopus plugs of any kind, and extension cords/powerstrips that do not use Fire Shield technology. 
• Window Air conditioners (all residence halls have central air) 
• Pets (not including Fish) 
• Lofts 
• Water beds/aquariums (or any large water holding device) 
• LED Lights  
• Curtains 
• Portable washing machine or bathtubs
